Adjacent to the stunning beauty of 
Cedar Falls, this remarkable meeting, retreat and wedding 
location is tucked away in the heart of one of America’s 
most undiscovered pristine natural areas.

Directions from Columbus:
Take US 33 through Lancaster, or the Lancaster by-pass to 
the Logan-Bremen exit (St. Rt. 664).  Turn right, drive 9.5 
miles to St. Rt.  374. Turn le%. !e Inn is one mile on the le%. 
Park on the right side of the road in the gravel parking lot.

Directions from Cincinnati:
Take I-71 north to the Washington Court House exit. Take 
US 35 East to Washington Court House where you access 
US 22 East to Circleville. In Circleville, access St.  Rt. 56 
East. Continue through Laurelville and South Bloom$eld to 
St. Rt. 374. Turn le%, drive about 2.5 miles and the Inn is on 
the right. Park on the le% side of the road in the gravel lot.
